Side Event on Securing of Vulnerable Targets from Terrorist Attacks: Promoting 
Sustainable Security and Legacies 

 

New York, 29 June 2021 ʹ The event on “Securing of Vulnerable Targets from Terrorist Attacks: Promoting 
Sustainable Security and Legacies” was held on 29 June as part of the Second Counter-Terrorism Week. The event 
was co-organized with the United Nations Interregional Crime and Justice Research Institute (UNICRI), the United 
Nations Alliance of Civilizations (UNAOC), and the International Centre for Sport Security (ICSS) to launch the 
United Nations Global Guide on the Security of Major Sporting Events: Promoting Sustainable Security & Legacies.  

The Guide was prepared in close consultation with the United Nations Counter-Terrorism Committee Executive 
Directorate (CTED) and with the contributions of various Members States, international and regional organizations, 
sports associations, the private sector and academia. 

The virtual event was attended by representatives from Member States, international and regional organizations, 
and United Nations Global Counter-Terrorism Coordination Compact entities. Discussions featured interventions 
from national focal points nominated to secure Mem
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
