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informed security decisions; and facilitate compliance with international obligations
encompassed within the ICAO Chicago Convention.

The development of this new programme could not have happened without the
generous support of the State of Qatar and the Government of Hungary.

In a few minutes we will hear about the TAM Programme: what we aim to achieve and
how it will support Member States. For this discussion we have gathered experts from all the
agencies that are contributing to this comprehensive “All-of-UN” capacity-building approach.

Later, you will have the opportunity to hear from representatives of the United States
and Botswana, as well as UNOCT's Fusion Cells Programme. The speakers will provide their
perspectives on good practices and requirements for efficient and effective inter-agency
coordination and exchange of information.

But before we get to that, | would like to note that this week will see several important
events to mark the commemoration of 9/11. In particular, | would like to take this opportunity
to encourage our audience to participate in ICAQO’s Aviation Security Symposium which begins
tomorrow and will provide a forum for discussions on aviation security.
