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with more than 75 young African leaders from three countries and seeks to build their skills to contribute to PCVE
efforts so that they may assume more prominent roles in their community on cross-cutting issues related to PCVE.

YEEP Africa will culminate in a regional policy dialogue in 2024 that will bring together young people from all three
countries, who have been part of this initiative, to share their experiences and lessons learned and seek
opportunities for wider regional collaboration. Subsequently, young leaders from the three African countries will
join a YEEP Alumni network to continue to build on the engagement and PCVE skills learnt through YEEP Africa.
