 UNITAD joins the United Nations Global Counter-Terrorism Coordination Compact  

 
New York, 21 April 2021 ʹ The United Nations Investigative Team to Promote Accountability for Crimes 
Committed by Da’esh (UNITAD) joined the United Nations Global Counter-Terrorism Coordination 
Compact  in a virtual signing ceremony attended by principals of both entities. With this latest addition, 
the Global Counter-Terrorism Coordination Compact, already the largest coordination framework within 
the UN-system, now comprises 44 UN and non-UN entities.
