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perpetrators of the crimes against humanity and genocide committed in our 

territory against our people in 1971.  

The Tribunal 
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Second, crimes against humanity threatens international peace and security. 

The Security Council has the primary responsibility under UN Charter to 

restore and maintain international peace and security.  It should, therefore, 

resolutely play its part to prevent this heinous crime from happening in any 

part of the world. 

 

Third, as a state party to Rome Statute Bangladesh recognizes the role of the 

International Criminal Court to punish the perpetrators of the Crimes against 

humanity. Other international judicial entities, regional bodies and the national 

courts with jurisdiction to try crimes against humanity continue to play a 

pivotal role in ensuring justice and ending these crimes.  

 

Fourth, However, we also wish to see a UN Convention on Crimes against 

Humanity as a reality. In this regard, the draft articles of ILC provide a solid 

basis to begin with. However, we must ensure that the negotiation process to 

codify crimes against humanity be carried out in a consensus-based, inclusive 

and transparent manner.
