3. Madam Chair/Chair,

4. Ireland extends its deep appreciation to the members of the Bureau and the

Secretariat for facilitating this resumed 6C session. We have been strong

supporters of initiatives to progress consideration of the draft articles on

crimes against humanity, in order to address this significant gap in the

international treaty law framework.

5. Ireland, therefore, warmly welcomes this week’s discussion in the resumed

session format. It reflects what Ireland, and indeed the majority of MS, have

been advocating for, for several years now – an opportunity and space to

reflect on the draft articles and toserious of all international crimes, and yet to date, the international

community has failed to agree upon, and adopt, a stand-alone legal

instrument criminalising these acts.
