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Thank you Mr. Chair. 

At this is the first time that my delegation takes the floor, please allow me to express our 
appreciation to you Mr. Chair, the rest of the Bureau members, and the Secretariat for 
preparing both resumed sessions regarding the Draft Articles adopted by the ILC on 
Prevention and Punishment of Crimes Against Humanity. I, also, wish to thank the co-
facilitators for their work and reassure of my government’s full support.  

Cyprus fully aligns itself with the statement made on behalf of the EU and its members states 
and wishes to add the following points in its national capacity.  

Cyprus supports the elaboration of an international Convention on the Prevention and 
Punishment of Crimes against Humanity, as recommended by the ILC. This is essential to 
address a major deficiency and legal gap in the international criminal justice system, as well as 
to ensure justice for the victims of these horrendous crimes. We believe that the draft articles 
prepared by the ILC provide a solid basis for this Convention. We, therefore, look forward to 
the continuation of the fruitful discussion we had during the previous resumed session.
