As previously stated, the Nordic countries support Article 7,
which imposes an obligation &stablish a relatively wide range
of jurisdictional bases for domestic investigations and
prosecutionsEnsuring that States do no¢come safe havens for
perpetrators of crimes against hamity is instrumental in
reducingthe impunity gap

The Nordicsalso welcomeéhat Article 7 provides flexibility and
allows for the exercise of a broader jurisdictional base, if
provided for in ndonal law (paragraph 3). In thisgard we
share thavidely held view that under international law, crimes

againsthumanity give rise to universplrisdiction.
