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and showcasing examples of dialogue, reconciliation, reparative processes, linking the 
high-level work of diplomats and UN bodies with grassroots work through which local 
communities and civil society groups can feel comfortable and empowered enough to 
reach peaceful and longstanding agreements. 
 
In this sense, a new and enlarged “multilateralism of peoples” should serve as the landing 
point of current multilateral arrangements, with young inhabitants of affected areas as key 
stakeholders and signalers to be included in peace processes since the earliest stages of 
their development.
