Also, governmen t 
shou ld involve philan th rop ist s in the society in 
sustain a b le develop men t initiat ives and mobiliz e the 
contribu tion s approp riately.  

• R esp on sib le invest men t: Govern men t shou ld invest 
in human capital who will in turn invest in the futu re.  
Women and girls are central in achievin g sustain a b le 
develop men t in any societ y. As such, protec t in g and 
promot in g polic ies that support women ’ s righ t, 
econ omic empowermen t and politic al particip ation 
and represen tat ion is essen t ial for advan c ing and 
achievin g a sustain ab le society.  

•  Debt relief and restruc t u ring: implemen t ing debt 
relief s in low and midd le income coun tries who are 
alread y behind in achievin g sustain ab le develop men t 
will enab le them manag e their debt and still invest in 
sustain a b le develop men t initiat ives.
